SUBJECT:  DRESS CODE 2011-2012         

Dear Parents,
Great news!  Lands’ End has simplified its methods for shopping which I will send you via another e-mail after you read this letter which is long, but important reading,  for an understanding of Little Flower’s Dress Code.  Please keep this letter handy for reference. It will be posted on Little Flower’s website as soon as possible. 
We have tried to keep our dress code as simple as possible. First, our school colors remain the same: Solid white or red (polos, turtlenecks), cardigans (navy blue or red). Boys have the option of wearing gray pants or shorts, except for official occasions such as for concerts when navy blue pants or shorts, will be required.  Jumpers are more practical for little girls. Children must arrive daily with clean, tidy clothing.  
T-shirts and shirts with various insignia are not permitted. All items must be purchased from our provider, Lands’ End.
The attached three sheets list the required and optional dress code items: Required Items (CRÈME COLOR SHEET) Optional Items for Boys (BLUE SHEET), Optional Items for girls (PINK SHEET).  The “official uniform” items are required. They may be worn daily and will be required on special occasions like the first day of school, school celebrations and  performances. The items are split up between warm weather (summer) and cold weather (winter). Regardless of the season, your child is always permitted to wear the dress code clothing in which he/she is more comfortable.  A white or red (see options) shirt, polo or turtleneck is required daily for boys and girls. On any regular day of the week, if your child wears navy blue on the bottom and white or red on the top from the Optional Items List purchased at Lands’ End, he/she will be meeting the requirements of our dress code.  It is as simple as that. Boys will also have the option of wearing gray pants or shorts.

All required and Optional items must be purchased from Lands’ End whom we have selected as our dress code provider because of their reputation for having quality merchandise and dedicated customer service.  They can help with sizing questions and all their items have an unconditional guarantee.  The most recent catalogue which is enclosed in this packet illustrates that there are many items from which to choose.  

Little Flower Nursery School’s logo is required and will be embroidered on some of the uniform items including all sweaters, the girls’ jumper.  It is required, on at least one,  interlock or mesh polo shirt (short or long sleeve). Please note that there is an additional $5.50 charge per item that is embroidered.  You can also choose to put our school logo on lots of other items, although it is by no means required. Please order as soon as possible. For items requiring the logo, allow 7-8 business days for embroidery plus 3-5 business days for delivery.
Do not hesitate about getting items that are slightly longer (jumper) or larger for your child.  They are often perfectly fitted by December.
Below are some guidelines for clothing accessories which may be purchased anywhere, not just exclusively from Lands’ End:

· Shoes:  In line with the school’s fire regulations, children will be required to wear shoes at all times.  The first consideration should be comfort.  Shoes should be navy blue, black or dark mahogany for the boys and navy blue, black or dark red for the girls. For safety reasons, only closed toe and flat   shoes with rubber soles should be worn.  Sandals, clogs, or slippers with open-toes and heels are not allowed and socks must be worn at all times. Sneakers may be worn for physical education and playground activities.  A comfortable non-slippery “inside shoe” or closed toe and closed heel slipper  is recommended,  especially on days when winter boots are worn.   Winter boots should be at least one size larger than the shoes.  If your child wears boots to school, he/she must bring comfortable shoes for the classroom.  You may keep them in his cubby as long as they are labeled.
· Belts:  They are not required as it may be difficult to keep buckling the belt throughout the day. If your child wears a belt, please select a navy or black belt.

· Socks:  Must be worn at all times. Any length sock may be worn.  Solid colors such as white, navy, black and gray (for boys) are all suitable.  Girls should wear SOLID white, red or navy blue socks or tights. 

· Bows/Hair Accessories:  Red, white or navy blue or any combination of these three colors may be worn.  For special occasions, other colors may be worn. (A child’s hair should not interfere with the child’s vision).  
· Lunch Box:  Children attending a full day program should bring an insulated lunch box of any color.  It need not be purchased at Lands’ End although it is possible to purchase this item from Lands’ End and have it personalized.

· White tops: shirts, polos, turtlenecks provided they meet the dress code requirement.

· To prevent losses all jewelry should be kept at home.  Little Flower Nursery School will not be responsible for any jewelry that is lost at school. 

· Change of clothing:  Each child, (including children who are fully toilet trained), should bring one or more complete change of clothing (including socks!)  on the first day of school. This change of clothing does NOT need to be a uniform or dress code item and should be available in your child’s cubby, the entire year.  For newly toilet trained children, two changes of clothing are required.  Make sure you include socks and a few pairs of underwear.  Place in plastic and label each item.

Beginning with the first day of school please label all of your child’s items with his or her name.  This is important, as most losses  (especially sweaters!) occur within the first three weeks of classes.
